NAAC Reaccreditation:

The IQAC and College NAAC Committee facilitated the Departments and
faculty members to undergo assessment by NAAC Peer team. The College
successfully completed Reaccreditation Second Cycle Process with Grade A

and CGPA score of 3.46 on a 4 point scale.
Student Induction Programme:

The Students Service Committee conducted the Student Induction
Programme from 1st of July to 34 of July, 2015, which included Orientation
for freshers, Parent Teacher Meeting, Parent Warden Meeting, meeting with
College Officials, Campus Tour, visit to departments, CBCS course
